Teaching Philosophy

My teaching style incorporates a diversity of teaching methodologies and techniques, and I am a strong advocate of the student-centered approach. I place emphasis on process over content and on students being active in their own learning experience, rather than passive consumers of content provided by a teacher, who instead functions more in the role of a facilitator. 
 The goal is to make students active learners with the objective of “learning how to learn.” Thus, by these means, I aim to equip my students to function effectively in an environment in which the information they need is rapidly changing.

I devote a considerable amount of class time to helping students develop an understanding of their strengths and weaknesses as learners —that is, to focus on their individual processes of learning. 
 I focus on self and interactive learning practices for students to develop their skills and theoretical knowledge. I also give my students the responsibility to define learning tasks and assessment criteria.
