Program Goals :-

The program aims to identify the struggling student and care for him scientifically and
socially through:
1- Discovering the weaknesses of struggling students and working to improve them by
examining the causes of stumbling.
2- Providing academic care for the struggling student through the office hours of faculty
members in all departments.
3- Preparing a treatment plan for struggling students according to the reasons for
stumbling.
4- Holding guidance sessions; To uncover the causes of academic failure.
5- Follow up on the academic achievement of this group; To raise their levels

Targets of support:-

Struggling students are those who were unable to achieve an acceptable grade in one or

more courses or who failed more than once in one academic year.
