 Clinical Experience:

Most of my experience was gained at Assiut University Hospital which is the biggest hospital in Upper Egypt. It has a new large building with all modern investigative and therapeutic facilities, in addition to the modern auxiliary services. The hospital lies in Assiut city and is the main centre to which complicated cases are referred (tertiary centre) from all governorates in Upper Egypt comprising some10 million people. Moreover, this hospital is responsible for teaching and provision of research facilities. It includes inpatient wards and outpatient clinics in all medical specialities.
The hospital has 1500 inpatient beds and includes 30 theatres. The number of patients admitted in 2006 was 1000,000, while 1000,000 outpatients attended the different outpatient clinics in the same year. The department of OB/GYN has 120 beds.
1000 doctors are working in the hospital in different posts; Professors, Consultants, Registrars, and House officers, plus a nursing staff numbering 700. In addition, 1900 paramedical staffs, employees, technicians, and labourers are working as auxiliary staff in different services in the hospital. 
1-During the pre registration year I gained experience in general medical care and management and clinical dealing with various medical problems. Most of my work was under the supervision of senior registrars and clinical demonstrators. I did some minor surgical techniques such as partial cystectomy of the bladder , appendectomy, normal labour management etc.

2- During the period of residency (3 years) I familiarised myself with the management of patients presenting with various obstetric and gynaecological problems. At first I worked under supervision for about 4 months, and then I worked independently to some extent. I performed my first caesarean section after 4 months and my first vaginal hysterectomy after about one year from the start of residency. Our system allows the resident to practice both obstetrics and gynaecology simultaneously. I was dealing with the outpatient clinics 3 times a week.
3-
In the family planning clinic, I practised and acquired skills in counselling, and application of different methods of contraception e.g. IUD, Norplant implants (both insertion and removal), etc. in addition to managing side effects and complications of different methods of contraception.
4-
In the gynaecologic outpatient clinic, I gained experience in managing common and uncommon gynaecologic problems with the selection of patients suitable for operations and teaching. In the low-risk and high-risk antenatal clinics I gained skills in obstetric examinations, drug prescription during pregnancy and management of various related problems. 

5- In the inpatient section, the resident is responsible for 10-12 patients in every subunit for 3 successive months. He has to make ward rounds at least once daily, monitoring the required investigations, progress of disease and response to treatment. He is also responsible to present his patients daily to the staff members of the unit. We have 2 inpatient units; each has an antenatal, gynaecology, and postoperative subunit.

6- I joined the operating theatre once weekly to assist in or perform most of the gynaecologic and obstetric operations.

7- Duties were twice weekly, allowing me to manage most of the ob.&gyn. emergencies. I was trained to manage labour in all presentations and different circumstances. I performed more than 400 caesarean sections in addition to other emergency procedures.

After being an assistant lecturer, the responsibilities were extended. I was called to teach OB/GYN basics and work as a clinical demonstrator to the house officers, reside tats and under graduates.
9-
During these years, I gained considerable experience in performing and interpreting diagnostic laparoscopy, electronic foetal monitoring, and OB&GYN ultrasound.
10-
I worke now as a counsultant in Women’s Health Center (Department of Obstetrics and Gynecology Assiut University) which is a big and brand new specialized center for Women’ health in Upper Egypt.
