Nasser Institute one of the institutes affiliated to the Egyptian Ministry of Health and there is the 885-bed Institute covering 43 medical specialties. There are also a number of 23 operations rooms and 20 room marrow transplant and 51 intensive care beds and 10 intermediate care beds and 45 dialysis units and 41 specialist clinics.
The main operating theatre consists of 23 rooms, four of which for cardiothoracic surgeries, the other 12 rooms alternate the days for major orthopedic operations (Hip & Knee replacement and back surgeries), major Neurosurgeries, Vascular surgery, General surgery, Pediatric, ENT surgery, Eye surgery, Plastic, Gynecological Surgery, and a significant number of operations on the markedly obese patients for Laparoscopic gastric banding. There are three OR for day case surgeries.
There is also an obstetric suit that consists of two OR and two` labor rooms. The department of anesthesia provides same standard care for patients outside main OR e.g. Cardiac catheterization lab (mostly for interventional diagnostic & Therapeutic procedures for babies with congenital heart defects), Interventional Radiology procedures (coiling of cerebral aneurysms), GI endoscopies, CT scan, MRI, ESWL, and Dental   procedures.
